ADDRESS: 913 N. Nevada
L.OCATION: Southeast corner N. Nesvada and W. Sophia

CONSTRUCTION DATE. 1818 (assessor); pre-1875 (Bird's Eye)

HISTORICAL BACKGROQUND

This property has besen owned by many people over the last
century or so, and many of them are relatively anonymous. The
first transaction involved the entire block and Abe Curry, but in
1864 Jacob Peterson purchased the lots at 913 N. Nevada.
Peterson and his wife Maria Peterson had emigrated from Prussia.
Born around 1918, Peterson was a carpenter, and was working in
Carson City as early as 1861. Jacob Peterson continued tc work
as a carpenter, and probably built their home, but he died in
1874. Maria Peterson sold the property to R. S. Daniel.

By 1883 the property was in the possession of the Koehl
family, first Mary Koehl then John Koehl. John Koehl was living

in Carson City, but his address was not listed in the directory
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for that year.
Chris Klotz purchased the property from Jchn Koehl in 1899,

and owned it for eight years before it passed through the hands
cf E. E. Roberts then on to C. H Peters.

Charles H. Peters was involved in real estate and insurance
with an office on E. Musser Street. His name was associated with
many properties in Carson City, and with this parcel several

times between 1907 and 1512.
In 1915 C. F. Cutts, who owned a dry gocds store at 212 N.

Carson Street, transferred the property to William Brunn and his

wife. Brunn was a tailor who alsc had a shop on N. Carson, just
up the street from Cutts at 312. Brunn was living in the house

at 913 N. Nevada in 1917.
The property changed owners again in 1928, when it passed
through G. F. Engle tc Clyde Garrett and his wife in 1928.

Garrett, who was a miner, had been living on Minnesota Street in

1220.
They owned the property for two years, then Edward Doyen

purchased the house. Doyen was an uphclsterer, with a noticns
shop on Carson Street. He and his wife Edith Doyen lived at 213

W. Scphia, with Edna Doyen, who worked as a clerk at the shop.
Grace G. Thomas bought the home in 1935. She lived with her

husband Beverly G. Thomas, a mining engineer, at 402 N. Division.
Grace Thomas operated a beauty shop on N. Carscn Street. Their
son Beverly G. Thomas was an assistant at Capital City Mortuary.

Their daughter Grace M. Thomas was a stenographer at the Highway
Department in 1937. By that year the Thomas's had moved to 311

West Third.
The house sold in 1942 to William Gordon Hunter, a physician

who was living there in 1948.

NAME: Bradley House
ADDRESS: 1001 N. Nevada
LOCATION: Northeast corner N. Nevada and W. Sophia

CONSTRUCTION DATE: 1930 (assessor); pre-1875 (Bird's Eye)

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

James Fife purchased this property in 1865. By 1875 G. N.
Bradley, a carpenter for the V & T Railroad, owned the parcel and
was living in the house that year. Mrs. Jeanette (Janette)
Bradley was still living there in 1883. Thomas Ward, a stone

mason who was living on King Street near Division, had owned the
lot next to Bradley's since 1863, and Mary Ward sold the property

to Mrs. Jeanette Bradley in 1887.
In 1891 Jeanette Bradley sold the parcel to Edward Cutts,

who lived there until 1904. That year the property was sold to
members of the Foley family. Hattie Foley Hill transferred the

property to Honora Foley in 1906.
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Honora (Nora) Foley's ownership was relatively short. She
died the following year. Fifty-two years old in 1907, Mrs. Foley
and her husband Richard F. Fcley were visiting two daughters in
Lovelock. Richard Fecley was a yardmaster of the Sierra Pacific
Railrcad at Truckee, and the couple had four daughters and cne
son. Henora Foley was suddenly ill, and died in her husband's
arms. The newspaper expressed sympathy for the grieving family.
The writer, however, was philosophical about the loss, observing,
"as the Good Book says: "“As a thief in the night,' the Angel of
death cometh to take those we hold most dear."

The Foley family transferred the property to Isabel Foley

within days of Mrs. Foley's death, and it appears that the house
was rented. J. C. Templeton, who was a principal in the public
schools lived there with his wife in 1207.

Edward O. Patterson, who was employed as a clerk, lived
there in 1917. By 1920 Patterson was a deputy clerk for the U.
S. District Court, and still living at 1001 N. Nevada. Leona

Patterson, a clerk for C. M. Smoot was also residing in the

house. Three years later the directory indicates that Edward O.
Patterscn, Jr., who was a student was living at home, as well as
Martha Patterson, a teacher at the Grammar School. By 1927 the

Pattersons had moved up the street to 1206 N. Nevada Street.
Edward Junior had married, to Eloise Patterson, was living on
Curry Street, and working at the Highway Department as an
apprentice computer.

The Dickerson family lived at 1001 N. Nevada in 1927.
Harvey Dickerson was a stakeman for the Highway department.

Norine Dickerson was working as a stenographer for the Nevada
Industrial Commission. June Dickersen was a student.
The elder June Dickerson, the widow of Denver S. Dickerson,

was also living in the home. Denver S. Dickerson was a native of
California and a veteran of the Spanish American War whc had
located in White Pine County, center of a copper boom early in
the twentieth century, when he came to Nevada. He was a miner
and owner of the White Pine News, as well as county clerk and
county recorder. Dickerson took his politics statewide when he
was elected Lieutenant Governcr in 1907. When Governor John
Sparks died in office in 1908, Dickerson became acting governor
serving until the end of Spark's term in 1911. During his tenure
the governor's mansion was constructed, and his daughter June was
born in the mansion.

Dickerson supported Prcgressive reforms when he was
governor, calling for reform of the prison and mental health
system, stronger divorce laws, direct election of senators, and
changes in various regulatory laws and agencies. He ran for
governor in 1910, but was defeated by Tasker Oddie.

In 1925 Denver Dickerson was superintendent of the State
Police and warden of the State Prison. The family was living
near the prison on Prison Recad.
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The Dickersons had moved from the house at 1001 N. Nevada by
1528. Harvey Dickerson was back in Carsen City, however, by
1935. He was Chief Deputy U. S. Marshall, and living with his
wife Jennie Dickerson on W. King Street. Dickerson was Attorney
General for Nevada from 1955 to 1959 and again from 1963 to 1971.

The Brooks family were living in the house in 1930. John W.
Brooks was a deputy at the Secretary of State. His wife was
Julia G. Brooks; John G. Brooks and Helemn B. Brooks, both
students, were also living in the house. The Brocks had moved by

1933.
The house scld in 1934 to Bertram R. and Barbara Russell.

Russell was an agent for Sierra Pacific Power Company. Vivian
Russell was living in the house in 1935. The Russells still
owned the property and lived in the house in 1948.

NAME: Folsom House
ADDRESS!: 1002 N. Nevada
LOCATION: Southeast corner W. Sophia and N. Nevada

CONSTRUCTION DATE: 1918 (assessor); 1870 (SHPO)

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

This is a wood frame house, a vernacular style, constructed
around 1870, with a later addition of a bay window.

The property changed hands frequently from 1865 until 1876.
The entire block was sold in various real estate transactions
until 1872, when the separate parcels began to change hands. In
1870 Orman (Armand) Folsom and his wife purchased the block.
Folsom was Fifty years old, a native of Maine, and listed his
occupation as a teamster. Mrs. Folsom kept house and the couple
probably had at least two children living with them: Emma, age
sixteen, and Fred, age ten. John Folsom, thirty-five years, and

also a teamster, might also have been a family member.
Folsom sold the block in 1872 to R. P. Andrews. Andrews
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
